· Event was a success- it was a much needed night of fun!
· 69 VIP cars (66 families 3 teachers)
· 148 pre-registered (139 families and 9 teachers) + 20 cars night of = 168 general parking ($400 was collected for cars parking the night of the event)

Financial Commitment Review
· If you chose Option A, you are required to complete 20 service points and $400 of financial commitment. 
· You can easily reach your financial commitment by purchasing Pot O Gold (POG) tickets. Each family was provided 40 tickets. If you sell all 40 tickets, you have met your financial commitment. You can purchase them yourself or you can sell them to friends and family. 
· 100% of the POG ticket purchases count towards your financial commitment. 
· If you chose Option B, as a reminder you do not have a service point requirement only an $800 financial obligation. Your $800 was due on 9/15/24. You cannot purchase $800 worth of tickets in order to meet your obligation of $800. Most people have submitted their $800 check, but if you haven’t yet, your FACTS account will be charged by the end of November.

Financial Update – Ellen Romano 
· Our Parents’ Club works for the students and the families of St. Lawrence. We want to be transparent about how we spend our funds. 
· At the beginning of every school year, the STL Parish advances the Parents’ Club $130k to help fund our events such as Gala and POG. At end of the school year, the Parents’ Club will reimburse the Church. 
· Last year our Parents’ Club Gala event specifically raised funds for our Arts programs. We were able to purchase the following:
· $50k for new computers
· $12.5k for Art room upgrades such as paint, electrical work, new art tables, new smocks
· $10k will be spent on upgrades for the Music department
· $18k deposit paid for the EC playground turf and remaining $18k will be due upon completion
· The yearly $50/student activity fee funds the following activities/events
· Homeroom parent budget for each classroom
· Thanksgiving pie (or gift card) for teachers and staff
· Gift cards for teachers and staff at Christmas and End of the Year
· Student-made Christmas ornaments after the Christmas play

· PDQ gift cards – we’ve raised over $667 for this new FR event. Additional cards have been ordered and will be available
· Trunk or Treat is typically a FR but this year we did not charge to participate
· MS Dance – typically is a net neutral event but this year we paid for the DJ, $450
· 2024/25 Gala deposits of $10k have been paid out so far
